1.7. These Formula 2 races are sanctioned by the UIM as International Ordinaty Events through the National Authority of the organising country and the events are published on No Limit website and on the UIM Calendar.
 1.8. Each event is conducted under UIM F2/SST120/SST200 technical rules, this Scandinavian Race Format & Handbook and local rules specified by actual local organiser,  announced on No Limit website. We will also follow the
New “Series Format” earlier announced during winter time 2011, see www.nolimit.se
In case of conflicting rules, those rules concerning this series are to prevail over the general rules.

In all cases not forseen in the rules specified in this document, the International rules or seemingly inaccurately defined, the National Authority, a race committee or a race jury is to judge bearing in mind the intention of the disputed rule.

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ENTRY FEES

- No fee for drivers who committ themselves to participate in all events 2011.
  Euro 120 for single races, to be paid to No Limit account mentioned below.
- Drivers reqognised by the promoter as “overseas participant”, participate at no fee.

- Entry will be valid upon receipt of application and ev. payment to No Limit.

- Late entries may be accepted on the Promoter and the Race committee`s discretion and 
  Upon ev. payment of fee raised by 50%.

INSURANCES:

- All drivers must be proper insured as per local legal requirements and UIM/NA requirments.
- Drivers must present an insurance police covering third party liability.
- An insurance can be purchased at the registration.
DISTINCTIVE MARKS:

-  National flag of driver is to be painted on both sides of the hull.

QUALIFYING PROCEDURES:

- If time trials need to be stopped by force majeure and less than 50% of the 
time trials were run, the results of the time trials will not be considered and the overall

classification after previous race will be taken for the pole position.

Timing will be done with a qualified PC timing system, decided within the “Scandinavian Board members”.  
Results will be presented on plasma screens, “Live Timing” and announced at the Briefing Tent.
