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NEW ”SERIES FORMAT” FOR SCANDINAVIAN OPEN 2011
There is a very serious situation for the category SST120, SST200, Champ Boat, UIM F2, South African F1 Light, Scandinavian F2 Open a.s.o.  Nobody seems to have proper information about the progress in the US, South Africa, Australia, and Europe in general.

During the last five years, our category has been seriously damaged by too many expensive rule changes. Of course I mean “Air Bag” and “Crash boxes”. We have lost 50-75%  of the potential amount of drivers from eight years ago. On top of this, we now also see an “Engine change”. We finally see the new Optimax winning both in USA and here. This is a kind of technical development needed in the time of working on environmental protection developments. So, this is an important and interesting technical step for the future.
For our region of the World, it now seems, that new investments are to be needed for the drivers who intend to win Scandinavian Open and World Cup events for 2011.
To try to find a way to not lose too many drivers, who possibly can not afford to buy the new Optimax plus a certain amount of new propellers, we like to find a new formula for how to compete.  

No Limit now is prepared to announce a new “Series format” for 2011.

There will be a series of races presented “, as normal” the last 14 years, in northern Europe for F2. Events are planned even outside Scandinavia. Compare with DTM, “Deutsche Touring car Meistershaft”, having their final round far away in Asia. 

Have been looking at STCC, Swedish Touring Car Championship in car racing. During first couple of years we did identify us as STCC on water. It did help in marketing. STCC offers “Semcon Cup” as part of STCC. Semcon Cup is an integrated series within STCC for new drivers and drivers who do not afford to find a budget necessary for STCC. Drivers in Semcon Cup are competing for points both in STCC itself and in Semcon Cup at the same races. This means, that a driver possibly can win ex. 4th position in STCC and in same race win 1st position in Semcon Cup. This means, that at the end of the season drivers attending Semcon Cup finally wins a position in both STCC and Semcon Cup.

We are all in a situation where we, at this very moment, do not know how many drivers we can expect for Scandinavia as well as for World Cup for 2011.

World Cup offers these days a large amount of races to the drivers for 2011. Conditions will be same as 2010, which means 25 000 Euro for the local organizer, to offer travel money & prize money. Costs for organizing the event itself comes extra. Even in WC a local organizer nowadays do not know how many drivers will attend a race, which probably cost 50 000 Euro in total.

I like to find a way to offer a concept interesting enough to continue racing even with SST120 engines for drivers who can not by new Optimax and some new propellers for 2011. 

This means :
· that present SST120 material keeps a better value
· you can win with both SST120 and Optimax.

· that present SST120 drivers hopefully may keep on racing.

· to offer a resonable “low cost investment” for new drivers, to get in to our concept.
· finally, to offer to all of us a chance to present as many drivers as possible on the water for 2011.
· that we try to find a kind of win-win situation for all.
This means, that after each event there will be: 

· two winners

· two set of trophies

· two over all point tables

· two over all winners a.s.o. also at end of the season.

I hope, that together with the Formula Mercury concept, we will have a chance to develop new drivers all the way from F4:s up to F2 World Cup and F1.

Last important point is, that there hopefully will be a maximum of three-five WC races 2011.

If too many WC races, there will not be possible to organize any other series events. If no other events than WC, there will not be any new drivers developed.
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
